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The programme is designed to cater for the needs of senior industry executives, senior staff in governmental and non-

governmental tourism organisations and academics who are seeking a professional doctorate in hotel and tourism management.
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The degree follows more of an American style format and builds on industry development trends. Part-time mode provides
efficient and effective learning experience. The degree emphasizes balances between coursework and thesis, between theories
and cases, and between research and practices. Graduates who complete this programme will earn a doctoral qualification.
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Learning and teaching methods are participant-centred, with a significant emphasis on experiential exercises, seminars, and self
guided study. Individual subjects are designed to focus on innovation, creativity and developing research skills in the dynamic
hotel and tourism management sector, all within the unique Asian context.
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The programme is offered collaboratively by The Hong Kong Polytechnic University and Zhejiang University.

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Applicants must pass the admission interview and the English written test organized by the Programme Committee.
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The programme consists of five compulsory subjects (15 credits), four elective subjects (12 credits), a residential workshop and

a D.HTM thesis (24 credits). In order to be eligible for the doctorate qualification, students must complete 51 credits and the
residential workshop.
